Shredded paper falls through slots on sorting screens,
contaminates recycled glass or ends up on the trash belt.

Boxing it or putting it in paper or plastic bags
has not worked.

We recycle over 14 million Ibs. of glass each
year. Shredded paper is less than 1% of the
mix but it's causing big problems for glass
recycling. Help preserve our ability to recycle
glass - keep the shred out.
